What is a 

Discipleship Group? 
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Discipleship Groups have an important role in helping people feel part 

of the church. They are based on the way that Jesus called 12 disciples and spent time with them, helping them grow as disciples. 
Discipleship Groups at St Edmund’s are a great way to get to know a few people really well. 
Discipleship Groups spend time looking at a theme or a bible passage, there is time for 

discussion, prayer and just checking out with people what's going on.

Most groups have 

refreshments - and take time to maybe have a meal or go out somewhere together. 

Discipleship Groups are the church in miniature.

Discipleship Groups
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There are a number of Discipleship Groups around the life of St Edmund's. 

Meeting Weekly: Tuesday evening: Knights Manor Way and Wednesday morning: The Living Well

Both of these groups have about a dozen members. People in these groups have grown to know each other really well.
Meeting Monthly:

Friday evening: Chill at The Living Well. Chill meet for a meal together, share in worship and spend time discussing a film, or a book or maybe reflect together having visited an art gallery. Chill is a group of about 20 people – different ages and backgrounds, trying to make sense of the Christian faith in a busy world. 

Discipleship Groups - Knowing God
The Discipleship groups take the basic theme of ‘Knowing God in 2010 – 11.

In the autumn of 2010 they will use Old Testament passages that help us know ‘God the Father’. In the weeks running up to Christmas – looking at passages from Isaiah that help us look to Jesus.

In the spring we will explore ‘Knowing Jesus’. Passages from St John‘s gospel will help us follow the steps of Jesus to the cross and the empty tomb.

In the summer we explore ‘Knowing God the Holy Spirit’. As the church celebrates Pentecost we explore what it means to receive the Holy Spirit, what are our spiritual gifts? and how can we live in the Spirit? 

Discipleship Groups – great places to grow in God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit

Discipleship Groups – want to know more? 

There are about 45 members of St Edmund’s in some form of regular discipleship group. 
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Why not join one? You would be very welcome to join a group that suits you. 
Or it may be that you would like to explore the basics of the Christian faith – before joining a Discipleship group. If that is the case we regularly run a ‘Start’ course. 5 weeks basic introduction to the Christian faith. 

Or if you are new to St Edmund’s and you just want to know more – we hold a newcomers tea once a term. See the current’ What’s On’ for more details.
